Dick reported the “Tim Ridout Challenge”, Grand Rapids, is a “go” for June 8.  Chris L reported on the  awards arranged for the event.  (Please note the planners are also soliciting kit/accessories/tool donations for the raffle.  Please bring to the event any you’re willing to donate.)

Dick reported meeting with the owner of “Hot Prints Inc.” about club shirts.  The proposal is a polo shirt with the club logo screen-printed large on the back and small on the left front.  Cost is approximately $20 ea.  The group decided to use a darker shade of gray labeled “Athletic Heather”, though Chris K asked to verify the color will be available in women’s style in the future, should it be wanted.  Dick will start collecting order information immediately. Turn-around time would be a couple of weeks, so we would be able to have them by the “Tim Ridout Challenge”. Dick said there has been no update re: Ft. Wayne bid for the 2026 Nationals.  Some said there’s some reluctance from other clubs to sign on immediately.  We will await developments.

Dick has met with Dan, the owner of AFK Games in Holt.  Dan is very receptive to a collaboration with C.A.M.S..  Dick recommended holding an open house such as our event last November.  The consensus was that we could look to holding such event in September.  Chris L & Chris K said they would like to see an evening of “open modeling” at least one night a month, apart from our regular meeting, at AFK.  After some discussion, it was decided that April 25 would be a good evening to try it.  Dick said he would contact Dan about both of these ideas.  Chris K also reported he has inquired at his church, Judson Memorial Baptist, S. Cedar & Vernon, re: as a venue for C.A.M.S. meetings; he will let us know what he learns.

Everyone saw the Channel 6 news report last month.  A couple fellows said others had commented to them about it.

Dick distributed the results of last month’s survey.  He said he would be contacting members about topics they’re willing to present and start putting together a calendar of topics for meetings.  For next month, HJ agreed to give a presentation about metal finishes; Chris L will bring his portable spray booth and compressor for this.

Chris L & Chris K reported on the “Freeze Frame” event in Ft. Wayne.  They said the event was very well attended, with several hundred entries of outstanding quality.  However there only a few expensive vendors report, the awards ceremony lasted 2+ hours, and they learned nothing about the sponsoring club or national organization.   The next event is quite a distance away, though they might be willing to go to another that is closer.

Brad talked about detailing instrument panels for his F-4 and showed detail accessories from ANYZ (https://www.hobbyzone.biz/anyz.shtml or https://www.anyz.io/shop).  He said some of their products are now available for free as 3-D print downloads.  He also described his process of “cloud painting” he used for the underside of the F-4 and some of its equipment, such as bombs.
Chris L showed the progress on customizing his Peterbilt 359.  He says the kit was actually a quite pleasant build.  Now he’s producing a lot of 3-D printed parts to make it look like a fully “tricked out” tractor as would be seen on the road.

John brought a 1/16th scale M10 tank which has been built and painted.  He showed the detail of the interior, as the turret lifts off and hatches can open.  His next step will be weathering.

Mike O brought a nicely finished Coast Guard boat by Lindberg and a 1/72nd USAAF trainer.
