Dick reviewed upcoming events:


Capital City Comic Con this coming weekend, July 12-14.  He distributed the schedule of volunteers who will assist at our table during the convention.   Chris L showed a new stand he got for displaying our club banner.  Chris K and Dick will meet with Chris L to do set-up Friday afternoon.


IPMS Nationals, Madison, WI,  the next week, July 17-20. At present, Chris L, Chris K, Brad, Dick, George, Tony and H.J. are attending.  Brad asked for contact information for those attending; Dick said he would distribute.

Three members attended the June 8 Tim Ridout Challenge in Grand Rapids.  We didn’t win any awards, but members enjoyed the event.

Only Chris K and Chris L were at the June 20 AFK “build night”.  There was no discussion about scheudling another build night at AFK.  Dick informed he had spoken with Richard, the propietor of Hoplite Games.  Richard says Thursday evenings are always an open time at Hoplite and C.A.MS. members are weclome to have a build night there.

Dick reported he had spoken to Kevin Epling of Small Scale Pics (smallscalepics.smugmug.com), who builds and photographs dioramas.  Kevin will be at the Capital City Comic Con; Dick will meet with him there and discuss giving a presentation on building dioramas and photographing scenes.

Chris suggests that, should we choose to move to a new location, we think in terms of October, as the current newsletters and other publicity still list the Library.  After we’ve returned from Nationals, the Exec. Board will tour the facility and discuss whether to move.

Dick reported we are nearly out of business cards.  Since a future location is uncertain, and there was discussion about designing a new card, Dick will reorder a limited supply for the timebeing.

There was discussion about building out some sci-fi models in NASCAR livery.  John Wojnar and Chris K both said they have a supply of fitting decals which they will bring next month.

George stated he will be heading from the Nationals to attend the Oshkosh fly-in that next Monday.  He agreed to bring a slide show of what he saw to a future meeting.

Our next meeting will be Thursday, 8/1/24.  At that meeting Michael B will give a presentation about creating texture with an airbrush.

Future topics will include building dioramas, as per above, and members describing how they built their custom spray booth.
